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Identification of parasitoid wasps for invasive soft scale Saissetia miranda (Hem.: Coccoidea) in
Fars province
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An invasive soft scale of Saissetia miranda (Cockerel & Parrot) has been introduce to Iran Fars Province, Shiraz
which is recorded for the first time. The several reports show serious damage of this pest in urban green space. S.
Miranda occurs on the stem of host plant Melia azadirachta (Meliaceae). S. Miranda is polyphagous with wide
range of host plants. In this research two species of parasitoid wasps Scutllista caerulea (Hym.: peteromalidae)
and Metaphycus dispar (Hym.: Encyrtidae) collected and identified.
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
